New Business

Electoral Process. Cary Lamari. Moves that the MCCF
establish a task force to look into what happened in the
past election and make recommendations for change if
it is deemed necessary. Dale Tibbetts speaks. He and
others took Board of Elections data and produced a
large chart occupying two very large pieces of paper
showing total contributions to political candidates made
by contributors. Chart will be posted on the MCCF web
site. Cary’s motion is seconded. Motion passes 21-0-1.

Dale is nominated to chair the task force. Seconded.
Passes with one abstention.

Community Hero Award. Cary Lamari presents the
award to Mr. Marvin Weinman.

Voting Process. Dean Ahmad Moves that the MCCF
call for the implementation of a process of issuing voter
receipts coded with a unique token that only the voter
knows has been assigned to her/him and that the votes
associated with each token be published on the internet
as soon as reasonably possible after the election.
Seconded. Motion fails 9-10.

Reform of Election of Judges. Dean Ahmad. The
MCCF ExComm recommended that the MCCF oppose
the current partisan election of judges. (ExComm
recommendations do not require a second). Peggy
moves an amendment that a committee be appointed to
study this issue. Seconded. Discussion ensues. Peggy
withdraws her amendment, but the secretary objects.
Amendment passes, then the motion passes 20-2-0.

Elm Street Development Company, ZTA on MPDU
bonus, Bill 33-02. Sarah Gilligan, Maplewood Citizens
Association, and Dick Kauffunger. Distributes a paper
and moves that the MCCF oppose bill 33-02.
Seconded. Passes 19-0-0.

Discussion of Governor’s Collaboration for Smart
Growth. Luella Mast. Meetings are held at the
Maryland Chesapeake Bay Foundation building. About
50 members are on it. Municipal League, counties,
Board of Trade, etc. Goal is to make recommendations
to the next governor that promote Smart Growth.
However, the next governor may not support Smart
Growth. Funded by the Maryland Department of State.
The meetings are completely open to everyone, and
opposing views will not be muzzled. Dean Ahmad
raises the concern that the Collaboration might take a
position on an issue that the MCCF has not taken
(either way), and that the MCCF’s position may not be
changed if MCCF’s original position is locked because
it supported a position taken by the Collaboration.

Peggy: should defer slightly. Stan: not necessary, can
get all players together for winter forum.

Governors Smart Growth Collaboration: nothing to
add.

Annual holiday reception: Aspenwood is not available
this year.

Task Force

on Election Reforms

Last month in his “From the President” column,
Montgomery County Civic Federation President, Cary
Lamari, expressed his concerns about the influence of
large amounts of special interest money in local
political campaigns and the separation of power
between the branches of government.

At the general meeting on October 15, Dale Tibbitts,
delegate from North Hills of Sligo Civic Association,
displayed a chart of the major campaign contributors to
County Council and County Executive races. Special
interest contributors such a developers, land use
attorneys, financial institutions, property management,
hospitality industry, technology and security firms were
highlighted. Two thirds of the contributors giving
$4,000 or more were identified in these groups. The
chart was of contributions made through August 25,
2002.

The delegation agreed that there was reason for concern
and voted 22-0-1 to form a task force to review County
electoral processes. Although it was observed that
many of the perceived problems with County elections
also exist at the State level, the group decided to limit
its focus to only County offices. Dale Tibbitts was
nominated to chair the Task Force.

Added to the charge of the task force was a review of
the election process for Circuit Court judges (see
“Partisan Election of Judges”, I. Dean Ahmad and
“Supporting the Election of Judges”, William J.
Skinner in the October 2002 newsletter,
http://www.montgomerycivic.org/mccfoct02.pdf). A
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specially charged subcommittee of the Task Force will
examine that issue.

Prince George’s and Frederick Counties have also
recognized the conflict of interest in the financing of
local campaigns by individuals and organizations that
have business interests before them. Several ideas
about what to change in the election process of
Montgomery County officials were aired at the
delegates meeting. The Task Force will look at those
ideas and any others that are brought to its attention. It
will produce a report of its findings and work to
develop a set of recommendations that can be supported
by MCCEF.

MCCF is a nonpartisan organization, but a major
mission of the Federation is to promote and encourage
good government.  All interested delegates are
encouraged to participate. The first meeting of the
MCCEF Electoral Review Task Force will be convene
shortly after the general election November 5™, Please
contact Dale Tibbitts to join the task force at
DATibbitts@aol.com or 301-587-9358.

Federation Cooperates
with Park and Planning

In October, the Civic Federation came to the aid of the
Legacy Open Space (LOS) program and the trail
planners of the Park and Planning Commission. Under
the LOS program, the Land Acquisition officer, Mr.
William Griese, presented a request to the Park and
Planning Commission to acquire land near a
homeowners’ association near the Northwest Branch
Stream Valley Park and Colesville Road. The small
parcel of land would provide the homeowners with
access to the park and trail. Since the Civic Federation
is a supporter of LOS, a representative of the
Federation’s Environmental Committee testified before
the Park and Planning Commission in support of the
acquisition, which was then approved. This testimony
was cleared in advance with Federation Executive
Committee.

On a second issue, trail planners at M-NC/PPC wanted
a slight modification of the recently constructed
Norbeck Road Bridge across the Northwest Branch in
the Sandy Spring/Norbeck area. In recent years, the

County Department of Public Works and
Transportation in cooperation with the State Highway
Commission (SHA) has favored bridge design in
stream valleys with sufficient overhead clearance and a
natural surface shelf beneath the bridge to permit
passage of animals, including deer. To funnel the deer
and other animals onto the shelves below bridges, high
screens are employed paralleling the highway
approaches to the bridge. This kind of construction
permits wildlife to safely cross under busy highways
thus reducing animal-vehicle collisions.

The current extension of Layhill Road between
Bonifant and New Hampshire Avenue and crossing
Norbeck Road includes a hard surface hiker-biker trail
along its west side. The planned deer screens, however,
would have provided access to the wildlife underpass
only on the east side of Layhill Road. This trail would
be an extension of the “100 mile” trail envisaged in the
Legacy Open Space program, connecting the Northwest
Trail via Patuxent State Park with the Seneca Greenway
Trail in the western County. The Civic Federation was
contacted by a Park and Planning trail planner, who
explained that there was an impasse between the
Commission and DPWT over modification of the
bridge screens. By enlisting the aid of the Montgomery
Chapter of the Sierra Club, the MAGIC conservation
organization and civic associations that border the
Northwest Branch, the Civic Federation Environmental

year on September 17 in southern Maryland and will
end in Montgomery County on Thursday, November
21. The meeting will be held in the County Council’s
3" Floor Hearing Room, starting at 8 PM.

If you have never been to a Road Show and are
interested in learning more about upcoming road and
mass transit projects in our county, this meeting is a
good way to begin. Only legislators are allowed to ask
questions, but the MDOT handouts are detailed and you
will get a better understanding of the road and transit
building process. Parking for the COB (Council Office
Building) is now on the ground floor of the COB
parking garage. Use the entrance at the corner of
Jefferson and Monroe where the county gasoline pumps
are. The gates will be up — parking is free. This is the
first year for the new parking arrangement so I don’t
know how full the lot will be. There should be parking
on the street should the garage area be filled though. 1
suppose it is not giving away the bank if I say the
message to other counties in Maryland so far has been

With the apprehen-
sion and arraignment |
of two persons for |
the recent sniper |
murders and
wounding of a
school-aged boy
during the recent
sniper crisis, citizens
of Montgomery
County can get back to the routines of their everyday
lives without the specter of fear poisoning the
atmosphere. As in the case of the firefighters and rescue
workers in the events of 9/11, our public safety officers
have earned our admiration and praise. Police Chief
Charles A. Moose, is now deservedly a national figure.
His crisis management was excellent.

One should not single out individuals in the Sniper
Crisis Task Force for particular praise. However, the
we should take some pride for having recognized the
foresight and acumen of Patrol Officer Michael Fedor
and Detective Jay Vangilder of the Montgomery
County Police Department whose proposal for a
County police helicopter unit in the spring of 2002 was
supported by the Civic Federation. Other civic
associations also backed the proposal. In the real life
domestic terrorism crisis, helicopter support of police
operations played a role. In Maryland the role was
played by the police department helicopter unit of
Prince Georges County: in Virginia, by Fairfax
County’s police helicopter unit. These units
understandably devoted their efforts to their own areas.
Montgomery County received some helicopter support
from the Maryland State Police helicopter unit based at
Woodlawn Park and the Federal Bureau of
Investigation (FBI), but crews of these units were not
well acquainted with Montgomery County geography
or police procedures.

The crisis task force, directed by Chief Moose,
conferred with the commander of the Maryland
National Guard and decided to use National Guard
helicopters to support operations within the County.
Fedor and Vangilder, who are National Guard
helicopter pilots during their off hours, immediately
volunteered their services as pilots and observers.
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Their intimate knowledge of County geography and
contacts with ground units, often on a first name basis,
was invaluable. They concentrated during daylight
hours on patrols over schools (especially at opening and
closing times), shopping malls, metro stations and other
points of high population density. They scanned tree
lines in wooded areas and rooftops. At night, they
used their FLIR (infrared) surveillance equipment and
high intensity searchlights to illuminate suspect areas.
In the course of patrols, they also contributed to non-
sniper emergency requests by ground-based units,
including a robbery arrest, responded to missing
persons calls and a Fire Department bomb squad when
it investigated and dealt with a suspicious package.
Overall, they provided much needed support for
ground-based officers.

During highway closures for road searches, the
helicopters were the only police units capable of
moving over the gridlocked roads. They also saved the
County thousands, possibly tens of thousands of dollars
in police man-hours by checking out calls for
emergency service that proved erroneous or low-
priority. This function freed up officers to focus on the
counter-sniper operations. The helicopters flew to
Virginia and back to bring clothing and other evidence
to the forensic examiners.

Ironically, the two officers were the authors of a Police
Department study for the feasibility of establishing a
helicopter unit in Montgomery County. We should
note that we are the only major jurisdiction in the
Washington metropolitan area that lacks such a unit.
The crisis provided real life affirmation of their
recommendations, which were not adopted during this
year’s drafting and approval of the Capital Investment
Program (CIP) and Operating Budget. It is to the credit
of the Civic Federation that we backed their proposals
to the hilt. As the last meeting of the Federation
executive board on October 22, a resolution was passed
to renew these recommendations based on the lessons
learned in the sniper crisis. In this regard, we seem to
be well ahead of the County Executive and Council in
perceiving a serious gap in our public safety system and
moving to support proposals that will improve it.

The entire Montgomery Police Department and Chief
Charles A. Moose deserve our greatest praise and
respect. At the last meeting of the Executive
Committee, it was recommended that an award be
made for Chief Moose and the entire Montgomery
Police Force with separate commendations to these two

brave police helicopter pilots who backed up their
words with actions.
